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Easy embellishing techniques make simple
single crochet something spectacular.

Want to add instant pizzazz to your projects, with a big hit of color and
texture, no fancy stitchwork required? All it takes are a few simple tricks
to give plain crochet major surface appeal.

These embellishment techniques work best on solid single crochet, a
fabric that forms a grid that makes it easy to add embroidery and more.
Be sure to block your work before you get started as these effects may
not stretch the same way as crocheted stitches,

Embroidered Flowers

Embroidering onto erochet is easy, and it opens up a world of creative possibilities.
Almost any yarn or embroidery floss will work: experiment with light materials for a
delicate effect, or chunky yarns for a bold statement.

In the sample at right, we're working the lazy daisy stitch. As its name implies,
this technique is an easy way to make flowers without a lot of fuss. Begin by thread-
ing a doubled 23" length of yarn through a yarn needle.

Insert the needle from back to front at the spot where you would like the center of
the flower to be. Pull the yarn through. leaving a 4" tail on the wrong side to weave in
later. Leaving a 2" loop of yarn on the right side of the work. thread the needle back
through the same space you started. Next, at the point where you want the petal to
end, bring the needle back up through to the right side of the work and loop the
reserved yarn around it (fig. a). Bring the yarn over the loop, then insert the needle
back through the same hole to secure the petal (fig. b). Insert the needle through the
center hole again and repeat the process for as many petals as desired (fig. ¢). Weave
in the ends on the wrong side of the work.

surface Slip Stitch
Slip stitches worked on the surface of erochet labric are ideal for
drawing lines and shapes on your projects.

Pin a paper template to your piece, as shown at left, to help guide
you as you stitch. Holding the yarn on the wrong side of the fabric,
insert your hook from front to back near the edge of the template
and draw up a loop. Move the hook along the outline of the shape.
insert it back into the fabric, and draw up another loop (fig. d). then
draw this loop through the loop on your hook to complete the slip
stitch (fig. €). Continue around the outline in this fashion,

Bear in mind that with this technique the embellish-
ment will naturally appear on the back of each stitch. For
this reason you should add the beads on wrong side rows;
when you turn the work to the right side, all of the
embellishments will be visible (fig. j).

Looking at Todd
Paschall’s work today,
you would probably
never guess he spent
many of his early
stitching years making
endless swatches. "My

sister taught me to

erochet when I'was 17 and I'd do it while
I watched basketball. For a long time, I
just practiced my stitches for fun.”

But when Paschall’s son was born 18
years ago and the newborn pictures
arrived, he was struck with an idea—could
he crochet a portrait that truly captured a
person? "I knew it would be difficult,” he
says, "and | thought it would be a good
challenge for me.”

He started experimenting with some-
thing simpler than a photograph—the
image on a king of spades playing card.
Paschall drew it out on simple graph paper
and then began painstakingly crocheting,
counting stitches and rows, stopping fre-
quently to take notes. After several inches
he realized if he kept going, it would have
covered a king-size bed!

Paschall wasn't discouraged. He simply
tried a different approach: computers.
Though he didn't have any software train-
ing, Paschall got a few books and taught
himself to write a pattern-generating pro-
gram. The first crochet projects resulting
from these patterns were “cartoonish.” he

Is that really crocheted? You bet it is. Meet Todd Paschall, the brains
behind Crochet By Numbers, a crocheted portrait technique.

recalls, "They looked good, but [ didn’t
have the shading down.” Paschall tweaked
and tested his program and ultimately. his
perseverance resulted in his exclusive
pattern-writing program and crochet
technique: Crochet By Numbers.

Crochet By Numbers patterns don't
include graphs, as one might expect. They
are line-hy-line instructions made

entirely of numbers that tell the reader
how many stitches to stitch, in which
color, and when to switch to the next
color. Looking at one of these patterns
without understanding how to read it can
be a little dizzying. But once learned. it's
in fact pretty simple—fun, too. And of
course the results are stunning.

Paschall is perhaps best known for his
erocheted portraits of cultural icons. Most
recently, a portrait he stitched of Barack
Obama created quite a stir, attracting the
attention of hundreds of stitchers online
to whom he’s given the pattern for free.
Paschall’s also found success creating cus-

tom portraits for individual elients and
businesses such as coffee shops. "Alot of
people don't know it can be done and are
fascinated by it when they see it.” he says.
"I can usually come up with a pricing
structure that will fit into most budgets.”

Three years ago, interest in Paschall’s
work led him to start teaching at a senior
citizens’ center near his home in Atlanta,
Georgia. "I've gotten a huge response,” he
says. " Alot of the seniors already know
how to erochet, but I run their photos
through my software, then help them
understand the numbers. They pick it up
really quickly—one of my students is g3
and she’s got it down,”

Today, Paschall is lucky to crochet full-
time. In addition to stitching portraits and
teaching, he's training others to teach his
technique at art and fashion schools. He
also produces personal patterns for visi-
tars to his website, which has turned out
to be one of the best things about his job.

"People tell me the most amazing sto-
ries about their loved ones—a sister who
died of leukemia, weddings, first-born
babies.” says Paschall. "When someone
crochets from a pattern I create for them,
they end up with a one-of-a-kind piece,
something that will last forever. That is
the most rewarding thing about all of this
for me.”

When working in the round, if you want to make
an object with a tightly closed center (such as an
amigurumi), start with an adjustable ring. [f you
want to make a motif with an open center (like a
granny square), start with a chain ring—a length of
chain stitches connected with aslipstitch.
An adjustable ring, also referred to as  magic
ring, isn’t magic at all—-it's simply an unsecured
loop. You can start with a fairly large ring, which
will make it easy to navigate your hook through the
Iil;lgﬂ#}ﬂll wm:k}fnur first round of stitches.
Simply loop the yarn into a ring and hold it with
your left hand (fig. a). Work your first round of
stitches into the ring (fig. b). Then, when you are
finished with the firstround, simply pull the yarn ~ (fig. b)
end taut to completely close the center hole.

On the other hand, the chain ring s a fixed-
size loop. This means that if you make the chain
ring with the same number of chains for each
motif. they will all have the same size center hole
(fig. c). Beginners may find the chain ring easier
to work with since the size of the ring will not
change it you pul on the yar end.

- Let’s check to see if you're inserting your hook in the correet spot.

When you look at each stitch, you'll notice there is a post (the vertical "leg” of
the stitch: fig. d), and a "V shape on the top of each stitch (fig. e).

Traditionally, you should insert your hook under both loops of the "V" of
each stitch to form the next stitch. It sounds like you may be inserting your
hook in the space between each stitch instead (fig. f)—which can cause the work
to expand so that it looks more like mesh. Always be sure to insert your hook
under the "V" unless the pattern indicates otherwise.

o Is it better to pull the
yarn from the inside
or outside of the skein?

a: Like so many things in the cre-
ative world, whether you pull your yarn
from the inside or outside of a skein or
ball is a matter of personal preference.

The benefit to starting your work
with the center yarn end is that your
skein of yarn will stay in one place as
you work, and the yarn will easily travel
up to your hands as you stitch. On the
other hand, when working with an outer
end, you'll typically have to tug on your
yarn to “unwrap” it from the skein as
you go, and the skein will tend to roll
around as you do so.

One exception is crochet thread.
which is typically wound around a card-
board spool and has no center end—but,
the spool helps the thread stays nice and
tidy as you work, so go right ahead and
start with the outside end.
