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TOOLS & MATERIALS
EMBROIDERY FLOSS 

No. 25 embroidery floss

NEEDLES

All of the designs in this book were created 
with No. 25 embroidery floss. This type of floss 
is composed of six strands that can be easily 
separated, allowing you to adjust the thickness. 
Olympus brand floss was used to stitch the 
designs in this book. A conversion chart for 
DMC brand is included on page 55.

Each skein of floss includes a label with a three- 
or four-digit color number. Metallic embroidery 
floss colors include an S before the color number. 
These numbers are used to represent the required 
floss color in the stitch diagram for each design. 

Use embroidery needles, which feature large 
eyes designed to accommodate embroidery floss. 
French embroidery needles are popular for their 
sharp tips that travel through a variety of fabrics 
with ease. Embroidery needles are available in 
several sizes, but sizes 3–7 should work for the 
designs in this book. Use the proper size needle 
based on the number of strands.

Remember, the higher the needle size, the smaller 
the needle!

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SCISSORS 

FABRICS & HOOPS 

Thread snips

Fabric shears

Use small thread snips to cut embroidery floss and 
fabric shears to cut embroidery fabric. Remember, 
sharp scissors make the job easier!

You can embroider just about any type of fabric, 
including cotton, linen, felt, and wool. For best 
results, look for a plain-woven fabric designed 
especially for embroidery. 

Use an embroidery hoop to hold your fabric taut 
while stitching and prevent it from puckering. A 
4–6 in (10–15 cm) hoop will work for most of the 
designs in this book.
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GETTING STARTED
HOW TO TRANSFER THE DESIGNS 

1. Position  
dress maker’s carbon 
paper on your 
embroidery fabric with 
the chalk side down.

2. Copy the motif 
onto tracing paper. 
Align the tracing 
paper on top of the 
dressmaker’s carbon 
paper. Position an 
acetate sheet on top.

The acetate sheet 
isn’t absolutely 
necessary, but it 
protects the tracing 
paper and makes 
the tracing process 
smoother.

3. Trace the motif 
using a stylus or 
ballpoint pen.

4. The pressure of 
the pen will transfer 
the chalk onto the 
embroidery fabric 
in the outline of the 
motif.

HOW TO PREPARE EMBROIDERY FLOSS 

1. Hold the skein of 
embroidery floss with 
the label positioned 
between your fingers. 
Slowly pull one end.

2. Cut a 16–20 in  
(40–50 cm) long piece.

3. Separate the 
individual strands.

4. Realign the 
number of strands 
needed to stitch 
the design. Always 
separate the strands, 
even when using all 
six strands, as this 
practice prevents the 
thread from knotting.
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HOW TO THREAD THE NEEDLE 

2. Wrap the floss 
around the needle 
once or twice.

3. Hold the wraps 
between your fingers 
and pull the needle 
out. Move the wraps 
to the end of the floss 
to create a knot.

4. The knot is 
complete.

TO FINISH STITCHING

2. Wrap the floss 
around the needle 
once or twice.

HOW TO MAKE KNOTS 

1. Make a fold about 
1 in (2.5 cm) from the 
end of the floss.

3. Pull the folded end 
through the eye of the 
needle.

4. Position the needle 
about 4 in (10 cm) 
from the crease.

The wrong side of your embroidery is just as important as the right side because it can influence 
the finished appearance of your work. Always start and finish your threads as shown on the 
previous page in order to produce neat, professional-looking finished designs.

When starting a new area of stitching, start a new thread or pass the needle under the back of 
other stitches to move to the new area, even if you’re using the same color floss. This way, you’ll 
avoid having long threads visible on the right side of your work. This is especially important when 
you’re embroidering on light fabric.

The following photos show finished motifs as they appear on both the right and wrong sides.

RIGHT SIDE VS WRONG SIDE 
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Since No. 25 embroidery floss is composed of six strands, you can separate the strands to adjust 
the thickness of your stitching. The following guide shows the different results that can be 
achieved by stitching with different numbers of strands.

Altering the number of strands will influence the finished look of your stitches. The following 
examples show the different results than can be achieved by altering the number of strands of 
embroidery floss.

Each motif in this book comes with a stitch guide, which includes all the information you’ll 
need to stitch up the design, as well as a full-size template that can be traced easily. At the 
top of each page, you’ll also fi nd some general information that applies to all the motifs 
included on that page. The following guide explains how to read the embroidery diagrams.

A. Motif Number: Use the motif number to locate your design. These numbers are also 
included on the photos of the stitched motifs at the beginning of the book.

B. Stitch Name: These labels indicate which stitch to use for each element of the design. 
Note: The word “stitch” is omitted from these labels in order to save space. Refer to the 
Embroidery Stitch Guide on pages 48–53 for instructions on making each of the 15 basic 
stitches used in this book. 

C. Number of Strands: The circled numbers (for example: ②) indicate how many strands of 
embroidery fl oss to use when making a stitch.

D. Color Number: These numbers indicate the required fl oss color. Olympus brand fl oss was 
used to stitch the designs in this book. A conversion chart for DMC brand is included on 
page 55.
