Lynx Basic 
in brief 
There are two ways of typing 
abbreviated keywords on the 
Lynx . . . eithe r the first few 
letters fo llowed by a full stop or 

by pressing ESC and a lette r at 
the same time . Some keywo rds 
can be accessed by both 
methods while o thers need five 
or more keyst rokes for the full 
stop form (for enmple PROT. 
for PROTECT). 

If you don' t like what you've 
got, you can redefine the ESC 
keywords by PO KEing the 
table at &623A .

£30. So if s time lo cut myZXticsand move 
10 bigger things. I wan ted to go for a BB C 
B; but 1hings arc nc\ ·crt hat easy. Cash Vias 
short and I couldn't mctc h 1hc budget 10 
the £800 I'd need for the micro. disk 
interf ace and drives. 

But all was not lost ... what about 
buyingsecondhand , d lo PCN Billboard? 

So I loo ked. There they "'ere : BBC B 
with 1.2 ROM and a few Acornsoft 
packages thrown in for £365 ... a Bttb 
with OS I .'J,. disk in terface and double disk 
drh ·cs with 400K for 025 . The ·absolu te 
bargain ' at £295 caught my C)C. 

"You' re too late.' s.aid the \IOK:C at the 
end of the phone. ' I 've sold il. Micros are 
jus t nOI my cup of tea. TilC machine "'a s a 
prese nt , it was only 1wo mont hs ffld. I'm 
now goi ng to bu y one of those big cassetle 
recorders with the money I got.' 

I then pa used O\er the 'unwanted g.ifl' 
fromAng eli ne . ltw asatt h1spo1 nt I wished 
tha t, like one Billboard ad\le n1ser. I had 
somethi ng to swop. like his I londa 250 
Superdream co mplete with leathe r boots. 

But no. This was to be hard cash and I 
had to be sur e I "'as spe nding it wisely . 
Buyin g a second hand micr o hokts the same 
fea r for me as buying a sccondhand car ; 
)'Ou're likel y to end up with a pile o f Junk 
unle ss yo u know what to look for . 

So I devised a checklist of things to 
remember when closeted with the se ller 
and his barga in buy. Like buying a car. it' s 
easy to forget what nast1escou ld be lur king 
under the gleam -..,hen faced with the 
mac hine you've set your hean on. 

It's also wonh noting th at there 's httle 
poi nt buyin g a secondhand micro if )'OU 

ha ve to go hundr eds o f mile s to co llect it. 
because this adds 10 the cos t. 

Bill McCool. press offict r for the 
Nation a l Comp uting Ce nt re. s.a1d: ' l l's 
fat al for bu siness men to buy secondhan d 
equipment beca use they need mainte­
nance and support . Micros are a throw­
away sysic m and it' s not a good idea for 
someone buying a compu ter for the first 
lime 10 buy one scco ndh and - unless he 
knows what he is doing . 

'Seco ndhand machi nes arc a good idea 
for chaps who arc good with a so ldering 
iron and want to expand I heir com put ers. 
Micros have a built-in life of about fi\lC to 
seve n years. af ter thi s lime lhey begin 10 
acqu ire fau lts. It's not ad ,'is.ablc to bu y a 
mach ine if it's 100 old.· 

A co uple of com pu ter manu facturers 
seemed very co nscious of the sccondhand 
mar kcl. bt.it had no figur es 10 show how 11 
was affecting their saks. 
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A spokesman for Acorn §.Ud he was 
glad to 5CC a seco ndhand mar ket . bul he 
was quick 10 poi nt out that when you buy 
such a machine you ha, ·c no comebac k i( 
anything goes wrong. 

• Aco rn would warn a secon d hand buye r 
that he would n't get 1he sa me support he 
would if he bo ught a machine from a 
dea ler,' he said. 'Sccond hand machines 
arc a good idea for people who can·, affo rd 
to buy a new co mput er . bul the user should 
take car e. 

·1 would suggest it would be a bet ter bet 1f 
you bough t a scrond hand machine from a 
user d ub or an acqua intance: , as yo u' re less 
like ly 10 get someone diddl e you.·

With regards to the 
gua rante e. lhe dc a lcrS I contacted said 
1hcy "'·ould honou r any wa rrant y on a 
machine no mauer llow many previous 
o-..,ners 11 had. 

The manager o f Rum bc lows. m 
Edgwar e Road, London, said: ' Peopl e 
selling mK'ros a rc asking too muc h for 
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them. They don't rea lise 1ha1 1he mark et 
has gone down an d sell their machines at 
unrcali.slic prices -k if they bough t ii for 
£300 they'll sell ii for £200. 

' Anoth er point to str ess is tha t you 
shouldn't buy a seco ndhand mtCro unless 
you know somet h ing about co mpulCrs. If 
you 're unable to tcsl 1t yourself. get one of 
)Our friend s ""'ho knows something abou t 
com pul crs to gi,c II a ru n until you're bot h 
satisfied.' 

On 1hc whole d~alers thought th e pr ice 
or the BBC -.ould hold and 1f I got a 
machine wit h at leas t three mon ths ' 
gua ra ntee left on it for a reasonable pncc. I 
was on to a ll.'tnne r.

Verdict

Daisy decibels 

n TP I is a small daisywh«I pnnte r , 
scribed by Smith.Corona as a 

simple . lo\\>-cost. high.quality prin-
1er, delivering excru tive qua hty prin1ou1, 
and incorpo rating a hmiled number of 
ope rator comrols. Any daisywhee l 
mach1oc a1£485w11l au rac1 a lot of interest, 
so I was intere sted to tes t ou1 these claims . 

Getting started 
The machine comes 1n the usual poly­
styrene cocoon, with extra packaging 
around the print-head to protece 1t from 
unwanted mo,·cment. The case is mainly 
off-whi te. with a dark band a round . 

You can get a t the mechanism by hf11ng 
the lid, "'hich automat1cally cuts off the 
power . Similar concern for safety is 

..... _._... __ _ . ,......,.:... ........ ~ .. 
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indica lcd by the warning aboul keeping 
hair, ;c .. cllcry . c1c out of the way of the 
mechanism . The machine itself weighs 
only 9.4 kilos but is none theless of solid 
construction , and is compact in size (6.4 x 
19.5 >< 13.5in). 

It comes w,lh c 11her a Ccntronics or 
RS232C-rompa tible serial inte rface as 
sta ndard. You must spcafy whether you 
want the 10 pttch or 12 pitch mode l "'hen 
buying . Th 1s 1mmediate lymakes you 1hink 
that there 1s some thing ra1her unusual 
abo ut the mac hine, a nd you would be righ1. 
Friction f«:d is s1andard. and there is a 
tractor feed option a vailable, but this is 
drive n by friction too . 

Geuing the machine gomg is simple -
on powe r-up 11 goes into a series of 
mo,•emcnu for a few seconds. a nd then LS 
ready to go. Th ere is a single switch tosc l it 
into top of form mode or normal mode. and 
that is a ll. If you want to switch off t he 
lmefeed which ,s automahcally provide d 
you're out of tuck . Th is seems to me to be 
carrying .s.implio.ty to the point of po,~rty . 

llle re are no d1p-swi1ches to mod ify the 
pnnter's behaviour. a nd although there is 
noching inherentl y wrong with this 
approac h . it mea ns you must be absolute ly 
sure that the printer will do exactly what 
you want before you buy it. 
~ manual is clear alld gh·es you all the 

information )OU nc:ed. mcluding the max­
imum cablc:·length wh.ch you can safely 
use to hook uplO)'OUrcompuler. Thc:rc:are 
also some \·cry pleasant features abou t the 
machine . The knobs on 1he end of the 
platen arc of rubber , a nd easy to grip. Line 
spacing can be vaned by means of a vc:ry 

simple IC\'er. from61inc s pcr inch, throug h 
4.S, to3 lincs per mch. A fourth.setting. 0, 
penni ts the platen to roll freely. 

There is also a variable lint spacing 
whee l, on I rarchct . to enable )"OU to se t the 
printing line very precisely to line it up with 
prc·pnnted forms. The alignment is furth­
er aided by the existence of t hree rollen on 
the ba il bar - which ,scalibra tcd -a nd by 
indicaton v,,hteh show" here the bottom of 
the characten. a nd the next character will 
print An Impression Control 1..e .. er is also 
provided . This allo"-'S you to adj ust for 
nuctuat ing \Oltagcs . 

Top of form assumes llin (66 line) 
pape r . alld you may use up to four-par t 
stataoncry. " ith a maximum thickness of 
0.22in. The ribbo n cassettes arc compact 
and\·ery simpleto fit . There isa le\·crwhteh 
moves the print hammer a"ay - this 
makes whecl-changmg simple. 

The ASC II "CAN .. character con trols 
margin release. You can set up tabs. by 
scllding ASC II "DC2." - ASCII "DC4" 
will remove a selling. Again . you must 
fflO\'e lhe pnnt point 10 lhe right SJX)l first , 
by spaces or back.spaces. There a rc fi\'C 
different styles or wheel available. and the 
lack of italics is the only real cnllcism here. 

Up and running 
The a,·erage 5pced claimed is 12 characters 
per second-my tests showed this to be as 
trueasothcrs1m ilardaims. The machine is 
not bi-dircctK>nal logk·sceking . so will 
tend 10 be slower than a machine which 
offers that facility. 

Thc noise le,cl isa ppalh ng. l11s rated at 
63 to69dccibels . \\>hich doc s not sound 100 

bad . but this doesn't take the character of 
the noise into account. Thc pomt 1s that a 
type of rack·and ·pi mon 1ranspor1 is em· 
ployed - which ,s why you can have on ly 
one pitch - and the noise ohh 1s ,s fa r more 
pene t rating lhan the usual form o f !rans· 
por t . 

The noise is prese nt ,,.,.hene\er 1he head 
is moving about , so spaces are as noisy as 
cha racters. I-laving tested pnnten where 
the only sound is or a \Cry quiet fan. and 
light typing sounds , this burst of machine 
gun fire is a shock. It didn't get any better 
with t ime. either. 

Verdict 
~ TPI is a cheap. c:asy to use printer. 
which produces \ 'Cry clear , att ractive: 
printout , a nd has been designed to be easy 
to operat e. The ribbons and wh«:ls are 
,·cry cheap mdced at £2 alld £7.SO 
respectively. 

If you can li,·cwith the no,sc. a nd do not 
requ ire a wider range of facilities than are 
provided . then the price perfo rmance ratio 
1s attracti\'C. For me, the noise makes it a 
non·staner. I st rongly recommend you 10 
listen to 1hc pri nter, and others. befo re 
ma king acho1ce .

(if you don't mind building it )'ourself. and 
even thal's gett ing simple r , as a chip hkc 
Intel's new iAPX 186will show) is c,·cry bit 
as powerful as 1hc processors at the heart of 
some systems that cost !SO.OOO. 

About tc:, years ago. the first 'compu ter 
on a chip' appeared. Intel again. with its 
400i 4-bit microprocessor . Four bi1.s isn't
