The bright and
bold design sensibility of the series seemed to
retlect my personal style really well, so it was

just a matter of exploring and having tun with

introduced a new skill at every page turn, for
those knowledge-thirsty learners!

What's your favourite project in the book?

| ike to ball up my smaller scraps of yarnin a
bowl and use them to swatch out new ideas
and techniques, or as stitch holders in a big
project. There are quite a few good scrap-
busters in Knitting Smitten, such as the pom-
pom necklace or hedgehog paperweight.

Where's your favourite place to knit?

A really big sunny window seat in my flat

Is becoming my favourite place to knit,
especially as the weather is starting to
improve. If not there, then curled up on top
of the bed with a good film playing in front of
me. If | need to concentrate on pattern maths
or charting, though, I'll sit at my desk in the
studio where | can focus a little better.

What personal attributes do you think it's
important to have as a knitwear designer?
I'd say passion is key first and foremost. It's
important to have that drive and enthusiasm
for your craft and to know that, even on the
harcder days, you are doing something that
you love. Good organisational skills are handy,
too! There are a lot of elements to juggle when
creating and running a business full time, so
having an organised work space and schedule

Buttonhole row 2: Keeping rib correct as
set, *rib 15 sts, turn work, cast on 4 sts onto
the left needle using the knit cast-on, turn
work: rep from * twice more, rib to the end
of the row.

Work three rows more in rib. Cast off.

WORK THE BUTTONHOLES

On the first buttonhole row, work in rib to
the position of the buttonhole and then cast
off the next 4 sts in the usual way.

Repeat these steps for each subsequent
buttonhole and then work in rib to the end
of the row.

On the second buttonhole row, work in rib

FLAMINGO CUSHION

to the cast-off stitches and then cast on the
same number of stitches using either the
knit cast-on method or the single cast-on
method.

To work the single cast-on method, wrap the
working yarn around your left thumb from
front to back and secure it in your palm with
your other fingers.

Insert the needle upwards through the
strand on your thumb. Slip this loop from
your thumb onto the needle, pulling the
yarn to tighten it.

If using the single cast-on method, on the
next row knit into the back of the cast-on
stitches to tighten them.

TO BLOCK THE CUSHION COVER

Weave in any stray yarn ends. As stocking
stitch curls at the edges, it is essential to
wet block the cushion cover to the correct
measurements before adding the flamingo.
This helps to smooth out and set the
stitches, creating a flawless fabric. Submerge
the entire piece in a shallow bath of tepid
water, Let it soak for a few minutes until

wet through. Carefully lift it from the water
supporting the entire weight, so as not to
stretch it. Squeeze out the excess water
without wringing or twisting and place the
knitting on a dry towel. Bring together the
edges of the towel and press out as much
moisture as possible. Now lay out a clean,
dry bath towel on a flat surface. Place the
knitting on this towel and pin it to a width of
40cm or 15%in and a length of 84cm or 33in.
Leave it to dry.

SEW THE SIDE SEAMS

Once the work is completely dry, wrap it
right side out around the cushion pad with
the ribbed edges overlapping. Pin the
folded sides loosely to create a square, and
mark where you will need to sew, ensuring
the stitches line up with the corresponding
row. Using mattress stitch, sew each side
seam.

ADD THE FLAMINGO MOTIF
Make sure the button band is the correct
way up before starting the colour chart. The
full chart is 24 sts wide and 55 sts tall. You
may like to use four lengths of scrap yarn
to mark the boundaries as you position it
centrally on the front of the cushion.
Each square on the chart represents a
stitch on the knitting. The flamingo is
embroidered in Rose, White and Black as
shown on the chart on page 28.

To work the duplicate stitch, first thread
the yarn onto a blunt-tipped yarn needle.
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FLAMINGO CUSHION

Bring the yarn out, from back to front
through the knitting, at the bottom of the
stitch to be covered.

© Insert the needle at the top of the knitted
stitch from right to left under the two 'legs'
of the knit stitch above.

© Reinsert the needle at the base of the
stitch being covered to complete the first
duplicate stitch.

© Continue covering stitches along the row
in the same way, working across the row
from left to right.

© When the embroidery is complete, sew
the buttons in place and weave in any stray
yarn ends.
