Using 4mm needles, cast on 22 sts.

Work 6 rows in moss stitch.

Work 2 rows in st st.

Work Pocket Chart from Row 1 to Row 8.
Continue in main colour only for 22 rows.
Knit 2 rows.

Work 15 rows in st st, beginning with purl row.
Work 2 rows in moss stitch. Cast off.

MAKING UP

Work the numbers onto front of pockets
with Swiss darning in white or red yarn:

At the WS of work, secure your yarn. Bring
sewing needle through to front at base of
stitch to be worked. Pull yarn through.
Take needle behind the two loops of the
stitch above (from right to left) and pull yarn
through to front. Keep tension even.

Insert needle on row below at same place
as before. Bring through to front at base of
next stitch you want to darn and continue.
