They were against the peace process led by the Norwegian contingent that came to Sri Lanka as part of a peace-keeping mission. 
The elected Sri Lanka government felt that the Norwegian peacekeepers were biased and were in favour of the Liberation Tigers Eelam (LTTE). It was felt that the Norwegians chose to ignore dangerous developments such as the territorial division of Sri Lanka.
