Frequently Asked Questions

When should I apply?
Do apply for scholarships immediately after or 
shortly after you have put in your application for 
admission, instead of waiting for the admission 
offers to be released. You are encouraged not to defer 
your application until after your National Service (if 
applicable). The admission and scholarship application 
windows are similar.

When will I hear back?
Interviews will take place mainly between March and 
May. Shortlisted applicants will be notified via email to 
attend an interview. So do check your email regularly. 
Be prepared to attend an interview at short notice (ie. a 
few days’ notice).

Who will interview me?
You may be interviewed by the scholarship panel 
comprising academic and administrative staff. The 
number of panel members and composition will vary 
from school to school. 

What happens after the interview?
You may expect an email informing you of the outcome 
within 2-3 weeks, unless you have been informed 
otherwise. To ascertain when you can expect to receive 
the outcome, you may either check with the party that 
sent you the interview invite or check with the staff at 
the interview itself.
